Conclusion: Low dose loop diuretics + acetazolamide increases the natriuretic response to 
loop diuretics compared to high dose loop diuretics.

Most important TIPS & TRICKS to facilitate the recruitment of NEW patients:
- Involve ER department to quickly identify potential subjects for the ADVOR study.
- Distribute contact details of the Study Coordinator (SC) within the hospital so potential 

patients can be notified to the SC who can initiate the next steps for the ADVOR study.
- Transfer an ADVOR subject to one specific ward where the nurses are aware of the study 

protocol.
